Flower Press:

You can buy one of these from a book store or science shop or make one to take with you by cutting out pieces of heavy cardboard or thin plywood (6-8” square) and drilling holes in each corner to run a long screw with a wing nut on it through.  Make several layers so you can press several different flowers at once (pad them with heavy paper) and just screw down the wing nuts to tighten the press.

Or, do what people have done for years-put a flower between 2 sheets of waxed paper and slip the whole thing into a heavy book with another heavy book on top.
